Pageant: Each pageant division will be held in the Woodbine United Methodist Church Fellowship Hall.
The doors will open at 9:30 a.m. Contestants are asked to arrive at least fifteen minutes before their
division begins, ready to line up. We will not wait for latecomers. Please check in at the pageant desk
upon arrival to receive your number. There will be a dressing room provided. PLEASE, due to the small
dressing room we ask that only one female allowed in the dressing room with each contestant.
Absolutely no males allowed in the dressing room!
Winners: There will be a Queen and four runners-ups in each division. Queens will receive a crown
and trophy.

(INFORMATION FOR MOTHERS)

Please Note:

All winners of the Crawfish Festival Pageant will be invited to participate in the
Crawfish Festival Parade and Festivities on Saturday, April 24. All parade
participants under the age of 16 who will be riding in the parade must be
accompanied by an adult. You are responsible for furnishing your own
transportation for your child to ride in the parade. Deadline for entry will be on
Monday, April 19. Entry forms will be given to the winners at the pageant.

DRESS FOR PAGEANT INCLUDE:

Baby Miss-Tiny Miss Divisions: Short pageant dress with white ruffled socks and white
shoes. (Color shoes are allowed if they are the same color as the dress.) Black is not a
good color for an infant or toddler to wear it is acceptable for ages 17 and up. Please
choose a dress that is pleasing to the eye. Babies and toddlers may wear small bows or
headbands in their hair. Make-up is not needed for babies and toddlers. Light make-up is
recommended for Wee Miss-Tiny Miss divisions.

Little Miss Division: Optional dress. A short pageant dress may be worn with white
ruffled socks and white shoes or you may wear a long pageant dress. If choosing a long
dress, please take into consideration the length of the dress. Dresses do not need to drag
the floor. Whichever dress your daughter feels the most comfortable in to walk on the
platform is the one for her. Be modest with make-up. No black dresses.

Junior Miss Division: Long pageant dress. Please be modest in the dress being too
revealing. Remember that this is the junior miss age. Contestants need to look their age.
Don’t overdo make-up. No black dresses.

Teen Miss-Miss Divisions: Long pageant dress. Black dresses are allowed for the Miss
Division. Don’t overdo make-up. Please be modest in dresses being too revealing.
Avoid dresses with high splits in the front and side and dresses that come too low in the
front.

CONTESTANTS AT NO TIME SHOULD WEAR CORSAGES, DISTRACTING
JEWELRY SUCH AS A LARGE NECKLACE OR EARRINGS. DO NOT WEAR
GLOVES. GIRLS SHOULD NOT CARRY A PARASOL OR ANYTHING ELSE
IN THEIR HANDS.
